Kirk Baxter and BJ Budd. In 2004, the Phoenix Pride Parade and Festival was moved to the first 
weekend of April and for the past 16 years, this time of year has been a hallowed time for the 
LGBTQ+ community of the Greater Phoenix area. And so it was with great disappointment that we 
recently learned that this year’s 40th Anniversary Phoenix Pride was postponed until November due 
to the current coronavirus outbreak.  
  
But while we cannot physically be together this April, this is a time when our community needs to 
come together and support one another even more than ever. And that is why LGBTQ+ 
organizations across Arizona are coming together to present the first-ever Virtual Arizona Pride on 
April 4-5, 2020, which will include livestreamed online events such as online drag performances, 
musician and DJ sets, educational discussions, activist trainings, LGBTQ+ history events, or 
anything else which is promoting the spirit of Pride. We want to tap into the vitality and creativity of 
our community to think of new ways for us to come together to celebrate, learn, and support each 
other during this time.
