LA County has fact sheets ranging from cleaning in group settings to how to cope with stress to
what to do if exposed in 13 different languages.
The City of Baltimore Mayor's Office of Immigrant Affairs has prepared translations of
information on the coronavirus in an effort to increase awareness in Baltimore's immigrant
communities and limit the spread of COVID-19. 
The City of Houston has produced ASL videos and a video in Spanish with information on
preventing the spread of germs and identifying symptoms of COVID-19. 
RCUSA translated the CDC Prevention flyer into 19 different languages.
The City of Aurora, Colorado has translated information on its website.
NYC Department of Health has translated an in-depth factsheet.

Please continue to rely on each other during this time and let me know what additional support you
need. More than ever, our communities need us to coordinate efforts, display leadership, and find
innovative ways to ensure that everyone, including immigrants and refugees, can thrive.
