Very few in the crowd wore masks, but perhaps the handful of signature yellow vests on site did the job
just as well. The protest was organized by The Canadian Revolution, a group dedicated “to ending the
systemic corruption in our Parliamentary system,” its website listing what it calls 34 examples of treason
committed by the government. The group promised to stay on the Hill until “every one of our demands
are met.”

By mid-afternoon, the cacophony created by so many causes was almost deafening. As Dominion
carillonneur Andrea McCrady played her 30-minute afternoon Canada Day concert on the Peace Tower’s
53 bells, pounding out The Log Driver’s Waltz, a megaphoned preacher (of sorts) was standing on the
ledge of the Centennial flame urging listeners to “repent and be converted,” while refusing to budge for
tourists hoping for a clear selfie shot (“I was here first,” he rebuffed one visitor in Old Testament style).
At the same time, an array of organized speakers addressed the crowd, warning of people like George
Soros and “so-called medical experts.”

“Our plan,” said one, “is to infect as many people as we can with the truth.”

Another described these times as “the summer of united non-compliance.”

Elsewhere, Canada Day struck a far more pastoral tone, with cyclists out for leisurely rides along the
Rideau Canal, a bagpiper entertaining (or infuriating) residents within earshot of Bank Street, and
Major’s Hill Park populated with scattered smatterings of families and friends keeping to their bubbles
